(TAHSA), returns the net revenues from these fees directly to TAHSA in the form of investment income.

Manufacturing Partners Contracts:  These contracts are for manufacturer product lines purchased through a distributor. To access the Senior Communities Purchasing Connection pricing, the participant tells their distributor that they are an Senior Communities Purchasing Connection GPO participant and that they wish to access the Senior Communities Purchasing Connection pricing.  The distributor then contacts the manufacturer and loads the Senior Communities Purchasing Connection pricing into the participant’s formulary.  

Voluntary Program Contracts:  This program is comprised of contracts that have no purchase volume commitment.  To access, the participant calls the vendor partner directly, identifies themselves, and places their ordering themselves as an Senior Communities Purchasing Connection GPO participant and placing their order.


Distributor/Manufacturer Service Contracts:  Participation in these programs requires the participant to sign an additional enrollment agreement covering the specific program they wish to use.
